September 2019 Update:
Hello Everyone from the Dominican Republic,

| have now been here for a month as of the 27", Tuesday. Lots of things have
happened since my August update. | have met a lot of the natives: tadpoles in water,
lizards on walls shaking their heads at me, spiders offering to cook my food in the
microwave, frogs singing me a song, and dogs barking during the night to “help” me
sleep. We’ve had power outages numerous times which causes you to dash to charge
things as soon as the power comes back on. To add to that | got sick the 2™ weekend
here for 2 days. That was not fun | assure you! But aside from that, | have met some
wonderful people and children. When | take a walk, almost every time, | meet a child
or two and most want to play or talk. We also went to the pool piscina (pool) once.
Here they call me tia (aunt) which is a common thing. We have such fun!!! Come join
the fun!!!

For the last two weeks, we have been preparing for school. If any of you have looked
at my recent Facebook posts you will see some pictures of what we’ve been doing.
We have had our local teacher’s meetings and then the big one for our northern
region. We have cleaned out our rooms finding a few prospective students wanting to
join: a lizard and a frog or two. Also, we have painted tires, playground equipment,
benches, and trees, yes trees. We've planted flowers and trees (lime) as well. This
year | will be teaching with another wonderful young Colombian lady for K and 1°* (Her
1**year here too). Here Kindergarteners only go to school for 2 hours. We could learn
something from them. | will also be teaching 2"-6™ in English Classes. That is going to
be a real challenge for me and | am nervous. It is one thing to speak conversational
Spanish, but quite another to discipline and teach in Spanish even though | will be
teaching English.

One last thing: We had a large family brought to us last week who had only been
sleeping in one bed. Most settled in well, but one of the middle children and the
youngest have had the hardest time although now they seem to be adjusting well.

I know this was a lengthy update, but so much happens right before a new school year
and so much more than can be said here. Please keep us in your prayers, as we begin
our new school year, please pray for me as | begin teaching here, and please pray for
the new family that has just arrived and is still settling in.
